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ASCR named Chapter of the Year at Annual GACR Convention

Milledgeville, GA — On February 16, the Agnes Scott Chapter
of the College Republicans (ASCR) was honored with the
2007 “Chapter of the Year” Award at the annual Convention
for the Georgia Association of College Republicans (GACR).

GACR’s annual convention was held in Milledgeville
this year, and College Republicans from around the state were in attendance. Each year,
College Republicans chapters submit proposals for the Chapter of the Year award, and the
entire GACR Executive Board along with chapter chairman vote on who will receive the
honor.

In addition to
participating in several campaign initiatives at the state and local level leading up to the
November elections, ASCR organized a variety of events including a Campus Canvas, a
9/11 Memorial Service, a care package drive for soldiers abroad. Perhaps most remarkable
has been ASCR’s successful efforts to challenge the left-wing bias demonstrated by many of
the speakers frequently invited to campus by the administration. In 2006, ASCR hosted two
notable conservative speakers; in the Spring, ground-breaking author and activist Phyllis
Schlafly spoke on “The Failure of Feminism,” and in the Fall, author and columnist Mike
Adams spoke on the issue of abortion. Both lectures attracted standing-room-only crowds,
and provoked important discussion and debate among students and faculty about salient
societal issues. By holding the College accountable, ASCR has played an important role in
showecasing alternative viewpoints to the rest of the student body, and has had a long-term
impact in this area.

“ASCR has worked tirelessly to provide a conservative voice on Agnes Scott’s
campus,” said ASCR Chairman Mary Szelistowski. “We have advanced as an organization
through campus activism, campaign involvement, and state-wide participation, and we will
continue to build upon our successes and expand our scope of influence.”
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
